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Dear Parishioners, 
We are still continuing our Lenten journey as best 
we can. I urge all of us to use this Lenten Season 
to grow in our faith. 
 

I remind you of the Stations of the Cross every Friday at  
7PM in church; our Lenten Penance Service will be 
celebrated on March 23, 7PM at Holy Spirit Church; our 
next Sunday movie and discussion will be held on 
Sunday, February 28 in Msgr. Crowley hall at 2PM.  
Also, this week we celebrate the feast days of two of my 
favorite saints. On Wednesday, March 3, we remember 
St. Katharine Drexel and on Thursday, March 4, we 
celebrate St. Casimir.  
St. Katharine Drexel was born in Philadelphia to an 
extremely wealthy family in 1858. As she grew older, 
she saw injustice and prejudice that were prevalent in 
society. Instead of becoming a woman of wine, travel 
and song, she founded the Sisters of the Blessed 
Sacrament. This community works primarily with the 
African-American and Native American communities. She 
founded schools, missions and Xavier University in New 
Orleans. St. Katharine died in 1955, was beatified in 
1988 and canonized in 2000 by Pope John Paul II. One 
of the first places that I celebrated Mass, after my 19 85 
ordination, was in the chapel of the motherhouse 
located in Bensalem, PA. 
St. Casimir was born in 1458 to the royal family of the 
united countries of Poland and Lithuania. As a young 
man, he was noted for his holiness. He died in 1483 and 
was canonized in 1522 by Pope Adrian VI. I had the 
honor to celebrate Mass in the chapel of the Cathedral 
of Vilnius, where St. Casimir is buried. 
I would invite our parishioners to learn about a saint a 
day or a saint a week during this Lenten Season. The 
saints are our ancestors in the faith. Your computer can 
be one tool that you can use to learn about a particular  
saint. Pick your favorite saint and learn about him or 
her.

LENTEN REGULATIONS 2010 
Weekdays of Lent: There is no obligation to fast. However, 
voluntary acts of self-denial are recommended. 
Good Friday: Day of Fast and Abstinence from meat. There is 
a limit of one full meal on this day for all between th e ages of 
18 & 59 inclusive. 
Days of Abstinence (all Fridays in Lent): All who have 
reached their 14th year are bound to abstain totally from 
meat. 

EASTER DUTY 
After they have received their First Holy Communion, Catholics 
are bound by the obligation of receiving Holy Communion at 
least once a year. This precept should be fulfilled during the 
Easter Season. Catholics are also bound to confess serious 
(mortal) sins at least once a year, but this is not limite d to the 
Lenten/Easter Season. 

RECONCILIATION ROOM 
As part of the church renovations we have a very beautiful 
reconciliation room that you enter through the back of the 
chapel.  Confessions are heard every Saturday at 4PM.

COMMUNAL PENANCE SERVICE 
During this season of prayer, fasting and almsgiving, we are 
called to grow closer to our God. Of the many traditions of our 
church that help us on our journey of faith, this is one of the 
most powerful. None of our sins are private, but in some way 
injure our relationship with the whole community.  
As a community, we will celebrate the Sacrament of 
Reconciliation at Holy Spirit Church on Tuesday, March  
23rd at 7PM.  Several priests will be available to help us renew 
our relationships with God and one another.
