ST. JOHN Ogilvie (C. 1579-1615)

. . . Jesuit martyr of Scotland. He was born in Banffshire 
and raised as a Calvinist, the son of a local baron and 
the Lady Douglas. He converted at Louvain in1596 and 
entered the Jesuits in 1600. After ordination in Parish 
and a period of working in Austria and France, John 
returned to Scotland in1613. John used the name John 
Watson and labored in Edinburgh and Glasgow. He was 
betrayed by a man named Adam Boyd and arrested. 
Tortured for eight days and nights, he was then hanged 
in Glasgow. John was canonized in 1976 by Pope Paul 
VI. (r.1963-1978       Feast day: March 10

THE MISSIONS 
 

As part of the U.S. Diocesan Missionary Cooperative Plan, the Society for the 
Propagation of the Faith invites a mission group to visit each parish in the United States 
and speak about the Mission Church. It is a chance for us to talk about what is going on 
with our brothers and sisters in other parts of the world and for missionaries to share 
their faith with you.

In 
slum areas, 4 out of 5 children do not reach the age of  five, and nationally, 1 in 3 
children is chronically malnourished.  

Hands Together sponsors schools, orphanages, elder care facilities, hospices and clinics. 
In addition to providing food at each of its schools  and orphanages, Hands Together 
runs an emergency relief food distribution program to help those communities in the 
mountains that have suffered from extended periods of dro ught. Hands Together, lay 
missionaries work alongside the priests, sisters and other Haitian staff at projects that 
reach out to the poorest people in Haiti – both in rura l villages and urban slums. Hands 
Together provides college students with an opportunity  to participate as missionaries on 
a short-term basis, offering them a very powerful and posit ive faith experience. 

Every cent collected by Hands Together in the Missionary Cooperative Appeal goes 
directly to help the Catholic Mission Projects in Haiti. 

This year representing Hands Together is Mr. Doug Campbell. Doug began working in 
Haiti in 1986 and has served as Executive director since its beginning. He is married, 
with three children. He lives in Springfield, MA and travels to Haiti on a monthly basis to 
help run Hands Together’s many Catholic mission projects. Under his leadership, over 
three hundred lay volunteers have assisted the Catholic Missions.
