This is an important feast in the liturgical 
calendar. When we remember and celebrate our blessed 
Mother’s Assumption into heaven. 
The Catechism of the Catholic Church has this to say 
about the Assumption: “Finally the Immaculate Virgin, 
preserved free from all stain of original sin, when the 
course of her earthly life was finished, was taken up 
body and soul into heavenly glory and exalted by the 
Lord as Queen over all things, so that she might be the 
more fully conformed to her Son, the Lord of lords and 
conqueror of sin and death. The Assumption of the 
Blessed Virgin is a singular participation in her Son’s 
Resurrection and an anticipation of the resurrection of  
other Christians.” 
This dogma of the Assumption was formally defined by 
Pope Pius XII on November 1, 1950, “We proclaim, 
declare and define it to be dogma revealed by God that 
the immaculate Mother of God, Mary ever Virgin, when 
the course of her earthly life was finished, was taken up 
body and soul into the glory of heaven.” 
Mary is the disciple par excellence. She stood at the foot 
of His cross with the same faith and trust which she had 
put in the message delivered by the angel Gabriel. Mary 
is a true role model for every follower of her Son. She 
points us always to Him. With maternal love, for us, her 
children, she prays for us and with us. We join with 
Mary, the mother of God and our mother in saying – 
“Let it be done to me according to your word.”

THE SAINTS CORNER 
ST. MAREK KRIZIN 

(d. 1619) 
... Martyr of Hungary, sometimes called Mark Crisin. He 
was born into a famed Croat family and studied at the 
Germanicum in Rome. Ordained, he returned to Hungary 
and became a canon at Esztergom. He was assigned to 
missionary work near Kosice, Slovakia, with two Jesuits-
Hungarian Stephen Pongracz and Melchior Grodecz, a 
Czech. In 1619, they were taken prisoner by invading 
Calvinist troops under George Racoczk. Tortured, Marek 
and his companions were martyred.  
They were canonized in 1995 as the Martyrs of Kosice 
by Pope John Paul II.
